Instead of spending all the time on Gwen’s love life, making her out to be a besotted 12 year
old child with no control of her emotions, | think a lot more time could have been spent explaining
"the Raven" magic, why she saw ghosts, why Dr. White and Mr. George helped her the way they
did, and more about the life of Lucy and Paul. | would also like to have seen Gwen mature more
then she did with all the challenges she faced in the book. The ending could have been much more
inclusive of all the people that were involved in the book. What did they think about what happened
to their life’s work and the conclusions in the book? | also would have like to know how the Inner
Circle dealt with the conclusion to the book, and more about how Gwen and Gideon continued on

with their lives. Overall | enjoyed the series, but the last book was the weakest in the series.
