Although Marge's behavior

begins to seem more unnerving than unusual, Leonard's account of her brave childhood with an

abusive father is the book's highlight. But Leonard keeps putting himself at the center of the story,

detailing how charmed his life has been from his college prep high school days to lucking into his TV

career, which makes for dull reading.
