Mr. Nesbitt started collecting

ghost stories from Gettysburg in the early 1960s. In the 1970s, he worked as a Park Ranger at

Gettysburg National Military Park and was assigned to live in some of the historic houses on the

Park. His collection of ghost stories grew. As long as visitors to the Gettysburg area continue to

share their Ã¢â‚¬Å“ghostlyÃ¢â‚¬Â• experiences, Mr. Nesbitt will continue to add to the "Ghosts of

Gettysburg" book series.
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Ghosts of Gettysburg II is every bit as good as Mark Nesbitt's first collection of spooky tales about

the historic battlefield. Perhaps a bit better. The writing seems to be a bit more concise in this

volume (not that the first book was in any way inadequate), and as expected, there are even more

stories of fantastic phantasms and loads of fascinating factoids about the American Civil War to be

savored in this delightful book.
