To me it seemed
like a blend of At Home in Mitford and Everything | Need to Know | Learned in Kindergarden.Each
chapter can be read as it's own short story, but they build upon one another, completing a picture of

life in Harmony. Told in the first person by a Quaker pastor, Home to Harmony is a delightful,



charming read about small town life. There are many laugh out loud moments, solid Christian roots,
and real perspective on how we should all approach life.

However, | don’t
agree with Publisher's Weekly comparison that it is "in a league with Jan Karon’s ’Mitford’ series".
Her novels follow a story line which progresses forward and develops a plot, whereas Mr. Gulley’s
writing is more like a series of essays on life in a small town. He jumps around in time throughout
the book; past to present and back. Both authors’ character descriptions are similar, agreed.'m not
