Schmitz uses repetition in the best possible way to drive home her main
points of unconditional love and that Addison is not to blame for the divorce. The brightly colored
illustrations have exactly the right images to support the story.

We actually ended up pasting some words over to make it about him as opposed to the
character in the story because he liked it so much.I really like that it addresses the desire of children
for their parents to live together in an honest way: "that probably won’t happen". It also mentions
that yes, sometimes the parents fight, but that the child doesn’t have anything to do with it. It is hard
for parents to walk the line between acknowledging that disagreements happen and inadvertently
trying to sway the child to "their side". This gives the children and parents a way out of that
predicament - "Yes we don’t always get along. But it isn’t because of you."Would recommend for
