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Twenty years ago, a boy named Jack Sawyer traveled to a parallel universe called the Territories to

save his mother and her "Twinner" from an agonizing death that would have brought cataclysm to

the other world. Now Jack is a retired Los Angeles homicide detective living in the nearly

nonexistent hamlet of Tamarack, Wisconsin. He has no recollection of his adventures in the

Territories, and he was compelled to leave the police force when a happenstance event threatened

to awaken those long suppressed and dangerous memories. When a series of gruesome murders

occur in western Wisconsin that are reminiscent of those committed several decades earlier, Jack's

buddy, the local chief of police, begs Jack to help find the killer. But are these new killings merely

the work of a disturbed individual, or has a mysterious and malignant force been unleashed in this

quiet town? What causes Jack's inexplicable waking dreams - if that is what they are - of robins'

eggs and red feathers? As these cryptic messages becomes impossible to ignore, Jack is drawn

back to the Territories and to his own hidden past.
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I'm now reading this sequel, Black House, after having just finished The Talisman. If you miss

Stephen King as he used to write, these two books will will reunite you with the Master of Horror.

I think other readers of "The Talisman" will agree that it evoked a "mood of another

world" each time one of the characters flipped to the Territories. The colors and smells of the

Territories floated in one's mind as they read giving it that surreal quality that says, "reach out and

touch me." The book simply disappears in your hands, and you are there! "Black House" never does

that for me. It remains flat throughout, with a metallic aftertaste when one puts it down.I would have

rated this novel with one star had it not been for a truly great character- Henry Leyden, aka- the

Wisconsin Rat, Symphonic Stan, Henry the Sheik, and George Rathbun. This character is well

developed. When he is present the story settles down and makes sense. When he is gone it

wanders, lost.........
