Yet

BussieÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s theology is flexible enough to allow for (and even affirm) the kind of

exploration and not-knowing that my unconventional spiritual proclivities require. By encouraging

readers to ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“break the rulesÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â• that keep us from developing a more

thoughtful, responsible, and honest faith, Outlaw Christian calls on everyone to confront the truth of

their experienceÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€•even/especially if that truth is messy, painful, and/or

uncertainÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€•in order to grow personally and to bring some redemption to a broken

world.

To be an Outlaw Christian myself for a moment, I will

share that just a few years ago I was diagnosed (rather late) with a rare genetic disorder that has

changed my life in so many ways.

Religion professor Jacqueline Bussie sees struggle and faith as intertwined. When her own mother

was diagnosed with early onset AlzheimerÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s disease and subsequently died

sixteen years later, Bussie was mightily offended by not-at-all-comforting clichÃƒÂ©s offered to her

ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“Outlaw ChristianÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â• from writer Reynolds Price, Bussie sets out to

confront the dishonesty of unwritten ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“rulesÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â• Christians cling to when

tragedy strikes. Instead, Bussie wants us to be honest about ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“doubt, grief, scars, or

questions.ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â• She writes, ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“[i]f we do not speak authentically as people

of faith about despair and calamity, no one will listen to us when we try to speak authentically about

hope.ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â• I found it easy to agree with Bussie that we must break the

ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“rulesÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â• to live in faith. Her conversational tone made her book a

delightful read; her faith made it inspirational.

It started out in a promising way... telling God your true feelings about things, anger and

disappointment with Him, and discussed the myths about God abandoning you if you did so, or

expressed any doubts about His promises or intentions. How the things people say during times of

pain or crisis have the opposite effect of what they might have intended, and how cliched some of



those comments are. But then it became a session about whining... how the author allows, indeed

encourages, her students to complain about just about anything that makes them unhappy, about

any injustice that they see in the world. When that came along, I fear I lost all interest.
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
