The second half just ruined the entire

book for me. If you do decide to pick it up and love the first half, be aware that there's an entire shift



change in the second half that might ruin it for you.

The

second half of this tale is very different. The writing in the first half is brilliant. The writing in the

second half has a different quality. It is still good but I would almost swear that it was written by a

different person.
