She is looked down upon by the other wives, because she is from a desert nomadic tribe, and
is considered beneath them. However, with her intelligence and her free spirit, she manages to
survive and thrive in this life that was forced upon her. "Haveli" also tells the story of the political

intrigues of her husband’s family, where wealthy men are both members of the government as well



as powerful leaders of close-knit family tribal units. It tells of the culture clashes as younger family
members try to mesh the modern ideas learned in western universities with the ancient traditions
that still prevail in their homeland. Once again, Ms. Staples writes a fascinating story that also gives
