The Warlock and the Wolf is the story of a girl. She is a very unique girl with a special interest in
nature and she desires to rise to a place where women traditionally could not hope to aspire to.
Mina lives in Holland, yet this Holland that is created for us by Delfy Hall is unlike any you have ever
imagined. There is magic galore, witches and warlocks. In the midst of this is our budding naturalist,
the orphaned Mina, whose parents were supposedly murdered by an evil warlock. This warlock has
been kept imprisoned by the power of a witch, but in the very beginning of this book we witness the
death of this witch and the evil warlock is released from his prison. He sets out immediately to carry
out his nefarious plans, and those plans involve the poor, unsuspecting Mina.As Mina navigates the
world of a young woman, tries to assist her mentor in his duties AND keep herself safe from the
clutches of the warlock who killed her parents.
