However, almost everything in the book is applicable to Christians of
any age. This book is excellent because it is to the point. It is a fairly short book, but covers so
much. It is broken down into four parts:You + GodYou + OthersYou + YourselfYou + the
GospelEach part covers a few different things, ranging from the importance of studying the Bible
and praying, to working hard. | did not find anything in this book to be controversial in the least bit, it
could easily apply to anyone that accepts Jesus Christ as their Savior and seeks to follow His word,
whether you are of a faith the interprets the Bible literally or more liberally. The book has some
anecdotes, but only when they really apply, the bulk of the book is doing just what the title says:
preparing you for the future God wants for you! It has applicable Bible verses in each topic, allowing
you to see WHY he says these are the things you should do to "Live Smart", other than taking his
word for it. While | was reading it | thought that the author could easily tweak a few things, tell a few
