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The History of Joseph Smith by His Mother is a biography of the Latter Day Saint prophet Joseph

Smith, according to his mother, Lucy Mack Smith. It was originally titled Biographical Sketches of

Joseph Smith, the Prophet, and His Progenitors for Many Generations and was published by Orson

Pratt in Liverpool in 1853.Shortly following the death of Joseph Smith in 1844, and into 1845, Lucy

Mack Smith dictated her recollections and family story to Nauvoo schoolteacher Martha Jane Coray.

Coray worked with her husband to compile these books of notes and other sources into a

manuscript, which was then copied.
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This book gave me a much greater appreciation for the sacrifice, total commitment, faith and

courage of the Prophet Joseph Smith, his family and so many of the early Saints of the Church of

Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints.I am changed in solemn gratitude and increased commitment to

live more courageously in defense of truth and righteousness. It also gives me a much deeper

gratitude and appreciation for the restored Gospel and the Book of Mormon because so many



sacrificed all to bring this book to us, and to restore the Lord's kingdom again on the earth. I'm very

glad I read this history, and have felt my testimony of the truth of this work greatly strengthened as a

result.
